Chris Veldkamp, N440 CTH N, Conditional use permit to house three dogs.  County informed him his zoning allows for only two dogs.  The Board is somewhat confused as they thought one could have up to 4 dogs.  Rich Rozelle made the motion, with second by Byron Freeman to accept permit for Chris Veldkamp. Motion Carried.
Jean/John Reeb were present to discuss Chapter 91, in regards Farmland Preservation.  This was not on the agenda, so a motion could not be made.  Item will be added to the March agenda.

Jefferson County Zoning Petition, 3451T-10.  Discussion of said petition took place.  Motion by Byron Freeman with second by Rich Rozelle to accept petition as stated.  Motion Carried.
April/May meeting date changes. April 14th, May 12th were established as meeting dates.
Treasurer and Clerk Reports were presented.
Motion to pay bills as presented was made by Mark Hoffmann with second by Rich Rozelle. Motion carried.
